e Compare and Contrast. In the Curator’s Lab, Little Scientists will learn how kelp is different
from plants, and how brine shrimp is different from other tiny sea creatures.

e Observe. Guests can watch a dive show in the giant kelp tank, and ask questions about how the
divers interact with the creatures in the kelp forest.

e Predict. At the Stream Table in the River Zone, children can see how water flows in a river and
over the land, and predict where it will go next — just like Sid and his pals in one of this season’s
episodes!
